The Messenger of Allah (%) said, "Allah the Exalted says: 'T am as my slave expects me to be, and I am
with him when he remembers Me. If he remembers Me inwardly, I will remember him inwardly, and if he

remembers Me in an assembly, I will remember him in a better assembly (i.e., in the assembly of angels).”

“ he will have a reward equivalent to that for emancipating ten slaves,
% a hundred good deeds will be recorded to his credit,
¢ hundred of his sins will be blotted out from his scroll,

< and he will be safeguarded against the devil on that day till the evening;

and no one will exceed him in doing more excellent good deeds except someone who has recited these words
more often than him.

a hundred times, then one thousand good deeds will be recorded for him or one
thousand sins will be blotted out from his record."
